Determination & Resilience
Religious Education challenges children to think
deeply, engage with complex ideas, and reflect on
differing viewpoints. We support pupils in developing
resilience when exploring sensitive topics and
determination when forming and expressing their
own beliefs. Through discussion and enquiry, children
build confidence, empathy, and the ability to
respectfully navigate differences.

Responsibility
Our RE curriculum helps children understand the
importance of responsibility in their actions, beliefs,
and relationships.
